From 1974
to 1995 | worked in Northumberland with what became Northgate &
Prudhoe Trust. | was head of the N & P psychology department from 1985
to 1995 during a number of transitions from Health Authority control to
Directly Managed Unit to NHS Trust.

. Special interests: My clinical work has always routinely included providing
a service to a range of people with learning disabilities and additional
problems. This has spanned a range of ages from older children through to
older adults, as well as a range of intellectual disabilities from profound
learning disability through to mild and borderline. It also incorporates a
range of problems including emotional and mental health problems,
challenging behaviour, and child protection and parenting issues. Two
specialist areas, however, comprise firstly continence problems and
secondly court work. Continence problems in people with a range of
cognitive impairments, such as severe learning disability, dementia or
autism, have been an enduring interest in research, teaching and
casework. Regarding the latter, | regularly prepare legal reports and give
evidence in court on issues such as the reliability of statements to the
police, child protection, adult protection, mental capacity, fitness to plead,
and so on.
